
Bhutan solar power systems for homes

Unlike wind and hydropower, solar panels do not require particular conditions to work and can be installed on

the rooftops of houses across the country. The Ministry of Economic Affairs is carrying out a pilot project to

install solar panels on 300 homes, enabling them to sell surplus power to the country''s grid.

The commissioning and inauguration of the 180kW grid-tied Solar Power Plant marks the start of Bhutan''s

investment in grid-tied solar energy as a viable alternative energy source in the face of soaring domestic

demand and climate change.
